Protected Area Permit: Foreign nationals require PAP which can be obtained from
an online portal or can be prepared physically from the Ministry of Home Affairs-
Delhi, Resident Commissioner's office- Delhi, The Secretary (Tourism)- Itanagar,
The Commissioner's Office (Home)- Itanagar.

For both ILP and PAP, you can apply yourself or we can also apply on your behalf
through government-authorised agents.

Bumla Pass excursion needs special permits and only local vehicles are allowed. In
case the permit is not available on your visiting day, 5,500 will be refunded in total
against (2-7 persons). Vehicles are 6-8 seaters.

During the high snowing season (December to January end), vehicles need to tie
metal chains and ropes on the wheels. The cost of the chains and ropes has to be
shared by the driver and the guests 50%:50%. Around INR 1,000 per party in most
cases. However, for any damage to the first batch of chains and ropes, both may
have to buy the 2nd batch and share the cost accordingly.

It is always advisable to stay the last night at Guwahati to have a buffer time for
any delay in arriving.

The roads are bumpy at certain points.

If you have extra days, spending an extra night at Dirang/Sangti Valley can get you
an opportunity to have a better experience.

Instead of Nameri, we can take a night halt at Shergaon (basic homestay/camps) for

an off-beat experience and we return via Nameri/Bhalukpong.
